· If selected: 

· Complete mandatory counselor trainings: pre-camp online videos, in-person training on Sunday before camp begins, and a small group CIT meeting with the Manidokan site director. 

· Pay the CIT fee of $200. **CITs do NOT have to register as a camper for Deaf/ASL Camp.

Expectations for All Counselors:

1) Abide by all Manidokan rules and regulations.
2) Supervise campers and participate in camp activities at all times, except when on scheduled breaks.
3) Be aware of any special medical needs among your campers and make sure that campers receive required medication, follow special diets, and that you are aware of any allergies your campers may have.
4) Attend pre-camp training(s) and daily counselor meetings during camp.
5) Provide an appropriate example for campers, in behavior, dress, and attitude.
6) Enforce behavior expectations for campers.
7) Keep your camp director informed of any problems or concerns.
8) Ensure the overall well-being of campers by encouraging them to use sunscreen, drink 
enough fluids, get enough sleep, and eat a balanced diet.
9) Sign at all times when in the presence of deaf campers and counselors.
10) Treat all campers, staff, and counselors with respect.
